Breakfast��in��hotel;��transfer��by��motorboat��
to��Vulcano.��Guided��tour��of��island��and��
continuation�� to�� �� Lipari�� for�� the��
circumnavigation��of��the��island.��Stop��for��
lunch��and��a��short��tour��of��Lipari��by��bus.��
Return�� to�� Milazzo�� and�� transfer�� to��
Palermo.��
Overnight��in��Palermo��Hotel.��
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Stromboli��
Almost�� entirely�� mountainous�� and�� the�� most�� active��
volcanically��of��the��islands,��Stromboli��is��best��observed��at��
sunset��from��the��safety��of��a��boat.��Almost��daily,��the��volcano��
issues��a��spectacular��light��and��fire��display��and��lava��flows��
down��the��Sciara��del��Fuoco��into��the��sea,��with��stones��and��
ashes�� thrown�� high�� into�� the�� sky.�� Evidence�� of�� ancient��
civilizations��are��to��be��found��here,��too,��together��with��the��
charming��villages��of��more��recent��times.��
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Panarea��
Though�� tiny,�� at�� just�� 3.4�� square�� kilometers,��
Panarea�� offers�� unspoilt�� natural�� beauty�� and��
fascinating��evidence��of��past��occupants��dating��
back��to��the��Neolithic��Age��through��the��Bronze��
Age�� and�� Capo�� Graziano�� era.�� There�� is�� also��
evidence��of��Roman��occupation��at��the��islet��of��
Basiluzzo��where��ruins��of��Roman��houses��have��
been��discovered��along��with��mosaics��
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Salina��
The�� second�� largest��of�� the�� islands,��Salina�� is�� the��most��
cultivated��and�� ��has��a��landscape��characterized��by��vineyards��
and��olive��groves�� �r��the��island��boasts��a��unique��wine,��the��
aromatic��malvasia.��Evidence��of��ancient��civilizations��has��
been��unearthed��here��as��is��the��case��elsewhere��on��the��
Aeolian��Islands,��offering��a��fascinating��glimpse��into��the��past,��
whilst��the��present��settlements��of��Santa��Marina,��Rinella��and��
Malfa��have��changed�� little��over��the��past�� two��or�� three��
hundred��years.��



Vulcano��
As��its��name��suggests,��the��island��has��a��volcanic��
history��and��an��exceptional��landscape��as��a��result,��
including��two��craters.��Volcanic��activity��has��been��
reported��since��ancient��times��with��the��last��report��
in��the��late��19th��century.��It��is��still��evident��with��the��
boiling�� sea�rwater�� phenomenon�� caused�� by��
underwater��jets��of��gas��bubbling��up��through��the��
sea,��which��is��now��considered��to��be��therapeutic��as��
are��the��mud�rbaths.��The��island��is��also��characterized��
by�� caves,�� black�� beaches,�� old�� lighthouse�� and��
spectacular��mountain��scenery.��
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Lipari��
Despite��being��the��largest��of��the��Aeolian��Islands,��Lipari��has��a��
population��of��only��9,000!��The��town��of��Lipari��has��some��
notable��buildings�� including�� the��churches��of��Anime��del��
Purgatorio,��Saint��Antonio,����the��Immaculate,��Addolorata��and��
11th��century��Cathedral,��impressive��castles��and��city��wall.��
Other��sights��include��the��Neolithic��Village��and��Greek�rRoman��
necropolis��at��Contrada��Diana��and��the��excellent��Aeolian��
Archeological�� Museum.�� The�� town�� also�� boasts�� several��
restaurants,��bars��and��cafes��for��a��leisurely��lunch.��
